Louisa Smith, but were given a huge industrial sized spool of 40 or 60 wt white cotton 
thread, compliments of Mr. Henry Karch of Randolph.  Barbara Fitzpatrickôs electrician 
son Kevin was working at Mr. Karchôs store and mentioned Bayberry Quilters and our 
Quilt Bank Outreach which led to Mr. Karchôs generous donation. If you did not get your 
spool, contact Barbara. If you know of a local nonprofit group who sews or quilts for 
charity, please have them contact Barbara to get a case of this white thread. 
 To update you on the progress of the two projects Bayberry is funding with the $3,000 thank you gift from 
Ricky Tims, we are adding additional breakers and six more outlets to the West Dennis Graded Schoolhouse 
toward the first of the year. Toolships will be given to Cape Cod Regional Technical High School graduating 
students with the remaining money. 
 In September we asked members to make happy pillowcases for children being treated for cancer in 
Boston area hospitals. Over 70 pillowcases were returned at the October meetings! Thank you.  Miles of 
Smiles is an ongoing project, and directions for making these pillowcases can be found on Bayberryôs website 
under Member Projects. 
 If you havenôt perused the Bayberry website recently, see what our talented webmaster Sharon Wilson 
has done.  It is our plan to cluster a number of outreach projects with directions under ñMember Projectsò, 
including Ellie Heldôs neonatal quilts, Betty Crowellôs lap quilts for kids with cancer, and more.  This way, on a 
snowy afternoon, you can turn on some music, get  directions from the website, go to your stash, and 
become part of Bayberryôs outreach programs.  
 We look forward to seeing you at the Holiday Luncheon on December 4th.  Itôs always a social time and 
a chance to get to know more members.

The International Quilt  Festival  (IQF), 
held yearly in Houston, TX, is the 

largest annual quilt show, sale, and quilt making 
academy in the world. The show attracts more than 
53,000 people from around the globe to Houston each 
year.  
 A special exhibit, Baltimore Album Review II,  
featured the work of many talented Bayberry members. 
One such quilt was ñOur Summer Journeyò, a quilt 
designed by Marge Lydecker and Marge Farquharson. 
Bayberry members who contributed blocks to this quilt, in 
addition to the two designers, were Elaine Dwyer, 
Marilyn Swenson, Audrey Germer , Sue Hart and 
Lorraine Whitehouse . Audrey Germer, Fran Brand, 
Diane Craft and Marge Lydecker did the hand quilting 
while Sheila McAvoy was responsible for the cording 
and binding.  
 Another quilt, entitled ñHappiness is in the Journeyò, 
was designed by Elly Sienkiewicz and featured blocks 
made by Marge Farquharson, Sue Hart, Elaine Dwyer 
and many other Massachusetts women who took 
appliqué classes with Elly at Heartbeat Quilts. These two 
quilts, plus 10 other beauties are featured in Ellyôs new 
book Beloved Baltimore Album Quilts. 
 Also at the IQF, Mary Lou Schwinn, won a third 
place ribbon in the group category for ñBostonôs Back 
Bayò. May Lou was one of a number of women from 
Cotuit who contributed ñslicesò to this quilt, as seen 
below.

One of the tips we learned at the 

International Quilt Show in 
Houston is to spray your fabric on 

both sides and set it aside to dry 

before pressing. This process 
eliminates sticky fabric and also 

stops the starch from flaking. Starching fabric also 

makes cutting small pieces much easier.  

 Also, for extremely tiny piecing, a blue ribbon 
winner in the Miniature Category, showed us how 

she made her design on regular paper, but traced it 

onto Golden Threads Quilting Paper before stitching 
her pieces together.

Have you learned a new technique 
you would be willing to demonstrate? Do 

you have a new favorite pattern or book you would 

recommend? The quilt-in is a friendly, no stress place to 
exchange ideas.

 One of the projects suggested after our New 
Members' Tea was to make tablecloths for the card 

tables. It is a simple project and we could probably raid 

the Quilt Bank stash for fabrics, with Grace's 

permission. A tablecloth requires only a yard and a 
quarter of fabric and turning under two edges. 

 Do you have a skill or technique you have always 

wanted to try but didn't know how? Just request a lesson 
and we will find someone to demonstrate it. More than 

likely other members have been anxious to try it too.
